In February of 2007, the Forsyth County Firefighter Association Local 4230 created the Injured Firefighter Fund. The purpose of this fund is to provide Forsyth County Firefighters with financial assistance if they are injured on the job. 


Workman’s compensation pays only 66% or 2/3 of a firefighter’s salary. 


Most firefighters depend on a second job to supplement their income to provide for their families. If injured on the job or unable to work their second job, their income is reduced even more, resulting in their families most basic needs not being provided for.


This fund will help the injured firefighters and their families keep up with bills and miscellaneous expenses that occur while in a recovery period which at times could be lengthy and expensive.


This assistance program is funded solely by union members through monthly dues and by charitable donations. Although various fund raising projects have been developed and are ongoing to keep the fund viable, it is not enough to support our efforts.


Through your support for our local brothers and sisters you can help make a difference for our firefighters who unselfishly put their lives at risk everyday for our community.
