We now honor our entire state and ride again with each and every department to Washington D.C. where a Nation honors all on May 15th, Peace Officer Memorial Day.

Staging Location for the 2008 Georgia Police Memorial Ride will be at Turner Field Blue Lot courtesy of the Atlanta Braves. Registration begins at 8:00 AM and ride will depart at 11:00 AM for Fayette county location.
Fayette Location needs: 

Parking; The ending location needs to have a large entrance and parking that will accommodate the free flowing ride traffic providing smooth parking without causing backups. Ride will enter all at once with approximately 250 marked Police cars, command buses and 2000 motorcycles. We will provide uniformed parking officers. Volunteer and program supporters parking for 150. This parking will be prior to ride arrival and not all at once. 
Food;  An area needed for food preparation and serving with setup beginning both Friday April 25th between noon and 5:00 PM and also 8:00 AM Saturday April 26th ride day. This can be the same area as the Program after ride. 
Program: Indoor or covered area that can provide power for microphone and music selections. Stage area is needed with seating for 1000, table seating for 100 survivors and sponsors. We can rent chairs and tables if not available.  Area is needed to park helicopters and possible planes prior to flyover.

12:00 Noon till 5:00 PM setup for stage, tables and chairs. Parking area marked as needed.

Saturday April 26th, 2008

8:00 AM setup crew arrives for program and food.

RIDE ARRIVES at 12:30 PM parking will take 30 minutes for all to arrive.

Program begins at 1:45

Flyover at 3:00 PM

Clean-up till 5:00 PM
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
